NEXT STEPS 
 
After reviewing your application materials, we 
will begin scheduling screenings and interviews 
for additional input. 
 
Kindergarten applicants will participate in a fun, 
interactive screening held in May.  Older 
students will take an abbreviated Stanford 
Achievement Test, given at a grade-appropriate 
level.  This is a standardized test used at 
schools nationwide and is a multiple-choice form 
plus a writing component for students in grades 
5-12.  The family interview gives GCCS an 
opportunity to meet with student and parents 
face to face.  Discussion points include reasons 
for seeking enrollment, expectations of students, 
curriculum, and class scheduling. 
 

ADMISSIONS  
 
Each student’s file is carefully considered by the 
Administration.  All discussions are strictly 
confidential, including reasons for acceptance or 
denial. 
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ACCEPTANCE 
 
All families will be notified regarding the 
admissions decision by letter. 
 

ACCREDITATION 
 
GCCS is charted by the Ohio Department of 
Education and is affiliated with the Association 
of Christian Schools International. 
 

ACADEMIC PROGRAM 
 
The school year is comprised of two semesters, 
each containing two quarters (9 weeks).  The 
elementary/intermediate school day begins at 
8:20 a.m. and ends at 3:25 p.m.  Middle/High 
School begins at 8:00 a.m. and ends at 3:25 
p.m. 
 
Grove City Christian School uses a 4.0 grading 
scale.  In the high school an additional weighted 
grading system is used for Honors and 
Advanced Placement courses to provide an 
incentive for those students who choose to take 
the more difficult course work.  Honors courses 
will receive a .25 add-on quality point to the final 
grade.  Advanced Placement courses will 
receive a .50 add-on quality point to the final 
grade.
